Entry Type: 4-Man, pick your partners, or sign up as an individual and we will assign you to a team.

Time: 7:30 AM Shotgun Start
« Please check-in at least 30 minutes prior to tee time, at that time the registration table will be closed. Failure to do so
may result in an alternate being allowed to play in your place, and your entry fee may be forfeited.

Details:

« The Select-a-Score format is played over 2 days and each player’s better score for each hole from the two rounds of
golf for a single 18-hole net score counts towards team score — all 4 scores count.

« 100% of each player’s course handicap will be used for team gross and net scores on Saturday and Sunday.

. 80% of each player’s course handicap will be used for the 2-day total team net Select-a-Score scores.

. Pairings: We will blind draw for foursomes, each foursome will consist of 2 partners from opposing teams.
o Teams will have the choice of changing pairings for Sunday ahead of time.

Payouts: Low Net 36-Hole Team Select-a-Score in both the A & B Flights as well as Saturday & Sunday’s 18-Hole Team

Low Gross & Net in both the A & B Flights.

« Horse race available at registration table

« Individual closest to the pin contests on all par-3s as well as individual gross and net skins are included for both
Saturday & Sunday.

Signature Showdown: This event DOES count towards players’ season-long Signature Showdown scorecard.

Closer Points: This event is worth 350 Closer Points.

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Tournament Rules & More

Rules:

Select-a-Score Format:

o For this format, all players will play their own ball for 36 holes (18 holes per day).

o Teams should record all players’ gross scores on each hole of the official scorecard.

Select-a-Score Scoring:

o All players will complete 36 holes.

o Each player’s better score for each hole from the two rounds of golf will be used for a single 18-hole net score
which counts towards the total team score — all 4 team members’ 18-hole net scores count.

o 100% of course handicap will be used for net team payouts on Saturday and Sunday.

o 80% of course handicap will be used to determine 2-day total Net Select-a-Score.

o Two Flights, flights will be determined by total team course handicap.

We will be using Golf Genius to submit scores in real time. A physical score card will still be required to turn in

completed, attested and signed to the scoring area within 15 minutes of completing the round.

Teeing Grounds: This is a multi-tee event and play will be from players’ individual season-long tee selection.

Notes:

USGA rules will govern all play except where modified by this format.

Local rules sheets will be available at the registration table.

The one ball rule is NOT in effect for this event.

Each player’s handicap index the day before the event will be used.

The handicap committee will review & may adjust all handicaps prior to the event.
Players without a USGA handicap index will be reviewed by the handicap committee.

Local Etiquette:

Keep Pace with the group in front of you.

Wait to play until the players in front of you are out of range.

Replace your divots.

Smooth all marks made in sand hazards, leaving rakes in sand hazards.
Keep power carts away from all tee boxes, hazards, and greens.

Fix damage to the greens, even if it is not yours.

Leave the putting green as soon as you have holed out.
